The Unified Board has unanimously approved a new Marriage Policy and a new Baptism Policy as well as a new Pastoral Care/Membership mandate.  

Marriage Policy - 2010
We, the community of faith known as St. James’-Rosemount United Church, believe that marriage is grounded in love: God’s love for humanity; love between life partners who seek to live in relationships based on trust, mutuality, and commitment. It is also about the love of caring communities – families, friends, churches – that acknowledge, support, nurture, challenge, and honour such relationships. We affirm our mission statement’s vision of equality for all of God’s people, and believe that no one is beyond the love of God; no one is disenfranchised because of his or her choice of partner. No couples who satisfy the conditions of this Marriage Policy and are legally entitled to be married in the Province of Ontario will be refused marriage under the auspices of St. James’-Rosemount United Church.

Baptism Policy – May 2010
We, the community of faith known as St. James’~Rosemount United Church, affirm our mission statement’s vision of equality for all of God’s people. Just as Jesus invited the children to come to him, we affirm the right of all children and adults to be baptized in our midst. Every effort will be made to create a welcoming environment of Christian nurturing and spiritual development.
